The most dangerous monster of all, the Bane, has been imprisoned in the catacombs under
Priestown. He kills by squashing his victims completely flat, and he appears to be succeeding at controlling
the minds and actions of some of the town's inhabitants. He needs to be dealt with once and for all. Priestown
holds its own dangers for Thomas and the Spook, however, as their work makes them subject to being
declared witches and executed by the Quisitor. In the scary and dangerous events that follow, Thomas,
accompanied by hisfriend Alice, faces the most difficult choices of hislife so far, and learns to trust himself
rather than simply follow his master's instructions.
